Public Comment  The visitors were here to voice concerns about enlarging the WM Trailhead Parking area and about the proposed logging.  With regard to the logging, they wanted to know when?  Where? How will it be handled?  Where will the staging area be located?  What will be taken out?  Will they be working on week-ends?  Will there be areas that will be restricted that hikers will not be allowed to enter?  What about liability?  What if a hiker is injured by a falling tree?
Answers to all those questions:  We don’t know yet; the forester will first meet with the potential loggers and if they agree to do the job, then a plan will be presented at an upcoming BCC meeting.  WM neighbors will be notified and invited to come to that meeting.
With regard to the parking lot:  Why?  
Answer:  Mostly for safety reasons – the snow plow can’t easily turn around and maneuver; it’s hazardous coming out of the parking lot onto the road because of traffic coming up over the hill;  there needs to be room for school buses in the parking lot.
We want to be good neighbors;  if Carol and Alvin feel that the parking lot will come too close to their property, then we can adjust that side of it.  Stu asked what about planting shrubs at the edge of it as a buffer.
We thanked them for coming in and sharing their concerns and assured them that they will be notified when there is a proposed plan.
