	 Update Reprint trail map/brochures – Monique will complete the design this coming week-end and will send to the printer; payments for ads have been received.
	Management
	Trailhead parking areas – David Paganelli, Ben Rubinfeld and Dylan Kidder visited Wrights MT and decided that “while some minor cutting COULD take place, it would be difficult to do it in a way that was profitable, and it would be best to just do the parking area clearing as a single project with not significant additional timber harvest.  In order to harvest more we would need a short section of access trail to be built to keep us off the main trail, and the cost a building the new trail to accommodate the forwarder, would likely outweigh the revenue generated from the timber that would be accessed by it…… In the meantime, as the expanded parking area is cleared, it would be advisable to grant Ben permission to pick a red pine or unhealthy spruce or two, from the immediate vicinity of the parking area If it would complete a truckload, and reduce the cost of the clearing.  Really talking about 10 trees or less, and only if it shaves some of the cost off the original estimate.”  
Nancy will contact Ben to see if the cost of removing the trees can be reduced and to get a time frame for the clearing.
	Cindy’s Trail & UVTA Trail Corps – the crew finished their 3rd session today.  The rinal high school crew will be there on August 10th, and after that the crew from Tuck Business School will be there for 2 days.  Tom recommended that once Cindy’s trail is completed and if there is still trail crew time, work should be done on Ernie’s Trail near the vernal pool to divert the trail away from the wet areas.
